     The Board of Beadle County Commissioners met Tuesday, February 7, 2012 at 9:00 a.m., pursuant to adjournment with members present: Chair Benson, Vice Chair Marcus, and Werner. Absent: Mattke. 

     The minutes of January 31, 2012 we approved.

     Moved by Drake, seconded by Marcus. Motion carried to approve letter of Support for the Beadle Count Area Child Protection Team.

    At 11:30 am on February 7, 2012 the” Notice of Public Hearing” as legally advertised for the purpose of reapportionment was read aloud. Moved by Werner, seconded by Marcus. Motion carried to adopt the following resolution:
RESOLUTION NO. 02-01-12

A RESOLUTION PROVIDING FOR THE ALTERATION OF 

COUNTY COMMISSIONER DISTRICT BOUNDARIES 

WITHIN BEADLE COUNTY, SOUTH DAKOTA.

WHEREAS, Beadle County is divided into five county commissioners districts that were last defined, established and adopted by Beadle County Resolution 02-01-12; and,

WHEREAS, the Beadle County Board of Commissioners has determined that change in the commissioner districts is necessary in order that each district shall be as regular and compact in form as practicable and contain as near as possible an equal number of residents, as determined by the 2010 Census; and,

WHEREAS, the Beadle County Board of Commissioners has published notice for and has held the required public hearing; and

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE BOARD OF COUNTY COMMISSIONERS OF BEADLE COUNTY, SOUTH DAKOTA:

Section 1.  County Commissioner districts shall be numbered One through Five, inclusive, and which are identified by number on attached “Exhibit A”.  The districts shall be described by stating the certain street or avenue designations or other landmarks that divide and border the districts.  Any reference to street or avenue below shall mean an imaginary line running down the approximate middle of each street or avenue.  The districts of Beadle County are as set forth below and the map thereof on file in the office of the Auditor.  Any discrepancies shall be resolved by reference to the map rather than the physical descriptions set forth herein.  

The First District shall include all of that part of the County within Lake Byron Township, Milford Township, Barrett Township, Iowa Township, Liberty Township, Foster Township, Cavour Township including the Cities of Yale and Cavour, Banner Township including the City of Iroquois, Custer Township, Richland Township, and Logan Township.  It shall also include all of that part of the City of Huron south of 8th Street SE and north of 15th Street SE and extending east from Dakota Avenue to the City Limits; south of 3rd Street SE and north of 8th Street SE and extending east from Lawnridge Avenue to the City Limits; and south of U.S. Highway 14 and north of 3rd Street SE and extending east from Jersey Avenue to the City Limits. 

The Second District shall include all of that part of the County within Nance Township, Bonilla Township including the City of Bonilla, Altoona Township including the City of Hitchcock, Pleasant View Township, Whiteside Township, Allen Township, Broadland Township including City of Broadland, Fairfield Township, Wessington Township including City of Wessington, Wolsey Township including City of Wolsey, Hartland Township, and Theresa Township.  It shall also include all of that part of the City of Huron south of 6th Street SW and north of 15th Street SW and extending west from Arizona Avenue to the City Limits; south of  Market Street W/Old Highway 14 and north of 6th Street SW and extending west from Nevada Avenue to the City Limits; south of Market Street W and north of 1st Street SW lying between Nevada Avenue and Montana Avenue; and north of Market Street W/Old Highway 14 and west of Dakota Avenue extending north and west to the City Limits..

The Third District shall include all of that part of the City of Huron South of 6th Street SW and north of 13th Street SW lying between Arizona Avenue and Dakota Avenue; south of 13th Street SW and north of 15th Street SW lying between Arizona Avenue and Ohio Avenue; south of 15th Street SW and north of 21st Street SW lying between Lincoln Avenue and Ohio Avenue; south of 20th Street SW and north of 21st Street SW lying between Lincoln Avenue and 399th Avenue; and south of 21st Street SW and west of Ohio Avenue extending south and west to the City Limits. 

The Fourth District shall include all of that part of the County within Valley Township.  It shall also include all of that part of the City of Huron  south of Market Street W and north of 6th Street SW lying between Nevada Avenue and Dakota Avenue (excluding the area south of Market Street W and north of 1st Street SW lying Nevada Avenue and Montana Avenue); south of 3rd Street SE  and north of 8th Street SE lying between Dakota Avenue and Lawnridge Avenue; south of U.S. Highway 14 and north of 3rd Street SE lying between Dakota Avenue and Jersey Avenue; and north of U.S. Highway 14 and east of Dakota Avenue extending north and east to the City Limits. 

The Fifth District shall include all of that part of the County within Sand Creek Township, Vernon Township, Dearborn Township including City of Virgil, Clyde Township, Burr Oak Township, Kellogg Township, Carlyle Township, Grant Township, Clifton Township, Pearl Township and Belle Prairie Township. It shall also include that part of the City of Huron south of 13th Street SW and north of 15th Street SW lying between Ohio Avenue and Dakota Avenue; and south of 15th Street and east of Ohio Avenue and extending south and east to the City Limits. 

Section 2.  The alteration of commissioner district boundaries as hereinabove established shall be effective from and after the adoption of this resolution.

     Moved by Werner, seconded by Drake. Motion carried to adopt the following resolution:

RESOLUTION 02-03-12PRIVATE 

"BEADLE COUNTY SPEED LIMITS & WEIGHT PER AXLE LIMITS"
     WHEREAS, the County of Beadle, South Dakota, is responsible for the maintenance of certain highways under its jurisdiction,

     WHEREAS, it appears that said highways, by reason of deterioration, rain, snow or other climatic conditions will be seriously damaged or destroyed unless the use of vehicles thereon is prohibited or restrictions as to the weight of vehicles are imposed, and 

     NOW, THEREFORE, pursuant to SDCL 32-14-6 and any laws amendatory thereto, be it resolved that effective March 1, 2012 (unless weather conditions deem it necessary to be on earlier) through April 30, 2012 the load limit on all Beadle County oil roads will be posted at 6 ton per axle. Beadle County oil roads will be posted at 40 MPH for trucks. With the following exceptions:

     1.  Yale Road (411 Ave-County Road 31) from Highway 14 north to the Correction Line

         (196th St County Road 8) posted at 8 ton per axle and 40 MPH for trucks. From the

          Correction Line N on (411 Ave-County Road 31) to SD Highway 28, posted at 6

          tons per axle and 40 MPH trucks.

    2.  County Road 22 – Custer Ave from Highway 14 south to 210th St then west to

         Highway 37, posted at legal weight limits and Trucks 40 MPH.  

    3.  Morningside Main will be posted at legal load limits and 30 MPH.

     IT IS FURTHER RESOLVED; that there shall be erected and maintained signs designating provisions of this resolution as provided by state law and that this resolution shall not be effective until or unless such signs are erected and maintained.

     IT IS FURTHER RESOLVED;  that the County of Beadle shall request the South Dakota Highway Patrol to enter the County of Beadle with scales adequate to weigh motor vehicles to insure compliance with State Laws pertaining to vehicle weight and with the weight laws established by this resolution.

     NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED: That speed limit for trucks on all oil county roads within Beadle County, South Dakota shall be 40 MPH, effective March 1, 2012. Beadle County requests the South Dakota Highway Patrol Officers to enter the County of Beadle to enforce the speed limit of 40 mph for trucks on all Beadle County oil roads. 

     IT IS FURTHER RESOLVED; that this resolution be effective each and every year hereafter unless repealed or modified by duly enacted resolution.
