    The Board of Beadle County Commissioners met Thursday, April 19, 2012, pursuant to adjournment of April 12, 2012 with members present: Chair Benson, Vice Chair Marcus, Werner, Drake and Mattke.

The Board met with Matt Miller, AFSCME, Business Agent to discuss the Memorandum of Understanding between Beadle County and Nancy Willard, Beadle County Highway Office Assistant.
