     BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED: that any person setting a fire in violation of this resolution is liable for civil damages for all injury and fire suppression and extinguishment costs caused by the fire, a fine not to exceed two hundred dollars violation and imprisonment for a period not to exceed thirty days for each violation.
