RESOLUTION ESTABLISHING BEADLE COUNTY ORDINANCES, AND REPEALING THE ORDINANCES KNOWN AS BEADLE COUNTY COMPREHENSIVE PLAN SUMMARY ORDINANCE 98-1, AND PROVIDING FOR THE ADMINISTRATION, ENFORCEMENT, AND AMENDMENT THEREOF, PURSUANT TO SDCL 11-2, AND AMENDMENTS THEREOF.

WHEREAS the Beadle County, South Dakota Board of County Commissioners, hereinafter referred to as the Board of County Commissioners deems it necessary, for the purpose of promoting the health, safety, morals, and general welfare of the community to repeal the Beadle County Comprehensive Plan Summary Ordinance 98-1, and to enact Beadle County Ordinances and to provide for its administration and

WHEREAS the Board of County Commissioners, has appointed a County Planning Commission, hereinafter referred to as the Beadle County Planning Commission, to recommend the district boundaries and to recommend appropriate regulations to be enforced therein, and

WHEREAS the Planning Commission has prepared regulations in accordance with the purpose to protect the tax base, to guide the physical development of the county, to encourage the distribution of population or mode of land utilization that will facilitate the economical and adequate provisions of transportation, roads, water supply, drainage, sanitation, education, recreation, or other public requirements, to conserve and develop natural resources, and

WHEREAS the Planning Commission has given reasonable consideration, among other things, to the character of the districts and their peculiar suitability for particular uses, and

WHEREAS the Board of County Commissioners have given due public notice of hearing relating to the comprehensive plan, and has held such public hearings, and 

WHEREAS all requirements of SDCL 11-2, with regard to the preparation of this comprehensive plan and subsequent action of the Board of County Commissioners has been meet;

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the Beadle County Ordinance is hereby adopted, and, the Beadle County Comprehensive Plan Summary Ordinance 98-1, is herby repealed effective January 1, 2012, by the Board of County Commissioners, Beadle County, South Dakota.

Moved by Mattke, seconded by Marcus, motion carried to approve Gerad Puterbaugh to bore 12 Inch PVC Pipe under 409th Avenue between sections 15 and 16 of 109-60 (Pearl Creek Township) pending Mr. Puterbaugh signs an Easement stating that the County will not have any liability/maintenance for the pipe, and pending Mr. Puterbaugh pays a $100.00 administrative fee for the Easement.
