The board met with Nancy Willard Highway Office Administrator and Dave VanDeWalle, Highway Shop Foreman along with Randy Hoscheid from Pierce & Harris Engineering to discuss the bridge fire located approximately 7 miles north and ¾ miles east of Cavour on 201st St. (Liberty Township).  The bridge was declared a total loss, and the estimated cost to replace the bridge is $215,000.00.  The Insurance Company was called to see if the bridge may have been covered by insurance, and it was discovered that bridges and culverts are not covered under insurance policies because each bridge would have to be covered by the value to replace them and flooding or collapse would not be covered.  This bridge had received damage from the Spring Flood, and was on a FEMA site to be fixed at an approximate cost of $45,000.00.
