Moved by Werner, seconded by Drake, motion carried to go into Executive session for legal counsel pursuant to SDCL 1-25-2 (3) at 9:50 a.m.  Chair Benson declared Executive Session over at 9:58 a.m. 

At 10:00 a.m., Chair Benson declared time for the decision of Re-Hearing of Riverside Colony Conditional Use Permit held on September 27, 2012 with eight people in attendance.  Mike Moore, Beadle County States’ Attorney gave a brief synopsis of the re-hearing that was held on September 27, 2012 and restated the purpose of the re-hearing as directed by the Circuit Court was to determine if the conditional use permit sought by Riverside would result in an expansion of animal units by 300 or more thus requiring Riverside to apply for a CAFO permit under the Beadle County Ordinances.    


Moved by Drake, seconded by Mattke, motion carried to uphold the approval the conditional use permit granted to Riverside Colony on October 12, 2010 due to the fact that the re-hearing didn’t show that there was an increase in turkeys when Riverside Colony put in the turkey manure storage pad, the count is still controlled by the State and that the conditional use permit to put in the pad had nothing to do with an increase in turkey count.


Russ and Pam Layton met with the board to discuss the concerns they have with the Hog Manure Storage pond and the way the smell has completely changed their neighborhood.  They were also wanting the photo of the field manure lagoon at Riverside Colony taken by Dr. Jim Ladlie and were presented a copy by Mike Moore, Beadle County States’ Attorney.  They were also questioning the status of the three complaints filed by the Layton’s with Pat Tschetter, Director of Equalization office on October 1, 2012.  The Layton’s were informed by Mike Moore, Beadle County State’s Attorney that he was reviewing them.

Moved by Werner, seconded by Drake, motion carried to go into Executive Session for personnel pursuant to SDCL 1-25-2 (1) at 11:15 a.m.  Chair Benson declared Executive Session over at 11:20 a.m.


Moved by Drake, seconded by Mattke, motion carried to retain Kathie Bostrom to assist with janitorial duties, not eligible for benefits at the rate of $12.50 per hour.
