RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING FIRST MODIFICATION AGREEMENT ON TAX INCREMENT REVENUE BONDS (TIF # 2), SERIES 2005

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the County Commission of Beadle County as follows:

1.  The County Commission does hereby approve the First Modification Agreement between Beadle County, South Dakota (“County”) and Association of Hutterian Brethren Churches, Inc. (“Holder”) amending Tax Increment Revenue Bonds (TIF # 2), Series 2005 dated December 21, 2005 (the “Bond”) by lowering the interest rate from 8.00% to 6.00%, a copy in substantial form on file with the County Auditor.

2.  The Chairman of the County Commission and the County Auditor are authorized to execute the First Modification Agreement and take such other action as they deem necessary including the retention of professionals to draft the appropriate documents.

3.   A Second Modification Agreement may be requested by the Holder to the County on January 1, 2016 for the remainder of the term of TIF #2. The current Ten-Year Treasury Constant Maturity at the date of this resolution is 1.94%. In the event that the interest rate for the Ten-Year Constant Maturity exceeds 2.94%, the modification request may be to modify the interest rate to 7.0% and if the interest rate exceeds 3.94% for the Ten-Year Constant Maturity, the request may be to modify the interest rate back to the original Bond rate of 8.0%. The County may not withhold approval of the request.
