The board met with the Non-Union/Non-Elected Employees to discuss the possibility of forming a Non-Union/Non-Elected Sick Leave Bank.  The board told them to have Mike Moore, Beadle County States’ Attorney to prepare a proposed contract and bring back said contract to the board.

The Board met with Gerald Kaufman, Jr. Huron City Attorney, Dale D. Schneider, Huron City Commissioner, Roger Bell, Huron City Inspector to discuss the Intergovernmental Agreement between the City of Huron and Beadle County for Dispatch, and Building Inspector.   Gerald Kaufman, Huron City Attorney will re-draft the agreement as discussed and bring it back to the September 13, 2011 meeting.

Moved by Mattke, seconded by Werner, motion carried to deny the variance request of Harold Walter to sell a property that is only on 2.47 acres.  The Board encouraged Mr. Walter to get an agreement with this parcel to adhere to the Beadle County Zoning Ordinance of 5 acres.

Moved by Werner, seconded by Benson, motion carried to approve Sheriff Doug Solem’s travel request for Deputy Kathie Bostrom to attend South Dakota Peace Officer’s Association September 18 – 20, 2011 in Huron and Sheriff Doug Solem and Skip McWethy, Jail Administrator to attend South Dakota Sheriff’s Association Fall Conference in Aberdeen on October 12 – 14, 2011.


The Board met with Jeff Mengenhausen, Chief Operating Officer for Horizon Health Care, Inc, also in attendance was Deb Bozentko, Beadle County Welfare Director and Huron Mayor David McGirr.  The purpose of this meeting was to get information regarding the new Horizon Health Care Clinic that is coming to Huron by the end of November 2011.  Mr. Mengenhausen informed those in attendance that Horizon started the grant process when they noticed that in their Wessington Springs and Woonsocket Clinics there were patients being seen that worked at or had family members work at Jack Links in Alpena or Dakota Turkey Growers in Huron.  Through the grant process, it shows that Beadle County itself is not an underserved County, but there is a population in Huron that is underserved, which made it possible for Horizon Health Care, Inc to be awarded by Senator Tim Johnson on August 5, 2011 a new Horizon Health Clinic in Huron.

The Board met with Lenny Petersen to discuss his Spink County drainage tile project.  Also in attendance was Butch Rathjen.  Beadle County is involved with Mr. Petersen’s Drainage Tile project only because according to the Spink County Drainage Ordinance, Mr. Petersen is required to get permission from each land owner within 1 ½ miles downstream, which includes Beadle County.  Mr. Rathjen, whose property in Beadle County is within the 1 ½ miles area stated that he is not in favor of the project.  The Board informed Mr. Petersen and Mr. Rathjen that they cannot act as a Drainage Board since according to Beadle County Drainage Ordinance no complaint has been filed, and since this is a Spink County project, the complaint process would need to be filed with Spink County.
