    The Board of Beadle County Commissioners met Tuesday, April 9, 2013 with members present: Chair Mattke, Drake and Hansen.  Absent was Benson and Marcus.

The Minutes of March 28, 2013 were approved as read with no additions or changes.

Moved by Drake, seconded by Hansen to adopt the following resolution:
RESOLUTION 4-02-13

“TO DISCHARGE COUNTY AID LIENS”

     WHEAREAS, at the request of the Beadle County Commission, the Beadle County Welfare office has furnished a list of liens filed in the Register of Deeds Office and has recommended the discharge of these liens, and

     WHEREAS, as of January 1, 1990 there are 570 records with existing liens of $403,889.71 and

     WHEREAS, as of January 1, 1975 thru December 31, 2012 there are 134 records of known deceased liens of $180,515.15

     NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED: by the Beadle County Board of Commissioners, that the Register of Deeds is hereby directed to discharge the liens recorded prior to January 1, 1990 and directed to discharge the liens of known deceased from January 1, 1975 thru December 31,2012, as listed on file in the Welfare Office.

RESOLUTION 04-01-13

"WILBUR ELLIS"

     WHEREAS, Wilbur Ellis Huron South Dakota, is requesting permission to operate, take off or land an aircraft on any county or township road in Beadle County, for the purpose of servicing said aircraft in preparation for aerial application of chemical or fertilizer materials, and

     WHEREAS, Wilbur Ellis has agreed to abide by the safety rules adopted by the Aeronautics Commission which is granted authority by subsections 2 and 3 of Section 70:02:02:08 of South Dakota Administrative Rule under the authority of SDCL 50-2-2.1 and assume all liability when using said roads, and

     NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED: The Beadle County Commissioners in regular session this 9th day of April, 2013 by unanimous vote, do hereby grant permission to Wilbur Ellis to use said roads for requested use. Any signage that is removed/damaged will be replaced to county specifications.


Moved by Hansen, seconded by Drake, motion carried to adopt the following resolution:

RESOLUTION 04-03-13

“Supporting Efforts to Maintain the Tax-Exempt Status of Municipal Bonds”

            WHEREAS, the tax-exempt status of municipal bonds is nearly a century old and is vital to funding local infrastructure and economic development; and 

WHEREAS, of the $1.65 trillion of local infrastructure investment over the last decade using tax-exempt bonds, nearly all of it was in six categories: $514 billion for primary and secondary schools; $288 billion for hospitals; $258 billion for water and sewer facilities; $178 billion for roads, highways and streets; $147 billion for public power projects; and $106 billion for mass transit. 

            WHEREAS, any move to change the current tax treatment of local government bonds would lead to higher borrowing costs for local governments; and 

            WHEREAS, without tax-exempt financing much-needed infrastructure improvements would likely be delayed; and

            WHEREAS, tax-exempt bonds are a critical tool for ___(State)___ counties to facilitate budgeting and financing of long-term investments in the infrastructure and facilities necessary to meet public demand for government services; and 

            WHEREAS, at a time when infrastructure demands are great, increasing the cost of local government borrowing could have serious impacts on the national, state and local economies; and 

            WHEREAS, without the tax-exemption, the effectiveness of the bond market would be significantly dampened, creating higher borrowing costs for county governments, less investment in infrastructure, and fewer jobs.  

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that Beadle County does hereby support maintaining the current tax-exempt status of municipal bonds.   

Moved by Hansen, seconded by Drake, motion carried to accept Vicki Nelson’s resignation from the South Dakota Department of Health Beadle County.


Moved by Hansen, seconded by Drake, motion carried to rescind the March 28, 2013 motion to advertise for part time clerical at South Dakota Department of Health Beadle County.

Moved by Drake, seconded by Hansen, motion carried to advertise for full time clerical at South Dakota Department of Health Beadle County with the close date of April 15, 2013.
