BEADLE COUNTY COMMISSION ACTING AS THE BEADLE COUNTY BOARD OF ADJUSTMENT

	The Board of Beadle County Commission acting as the Board of Beadle County Adjustment met Tuesday, August 11, 2015 with the following members present: Chair Benson, Vice Chair Hansen, Mattke, Marcus and Drake. 
	The Board Convened at 11:00 am. as Beadle County Commission acting as Beadle County Board of Adjustment to make their decision regarding a public hearing that was held on Thursday, July 30, 2015 at 11:00 a.m. concerning a variance request of Stacy Goergen to allow a paint booth to be installed in a proposed addition (50 feet) to be constructed to the West side of the East shop (Applicant can meet building setbacks) where this use is not permitted by code in an area zoned R-O (Large Lot Residential District) located in the joint jurisdictional area with 5 people in attendance.  Also in attendance was: Mike Moore, Beadle County States’ Attorney, Pat Tschetter, Director of Equalization, Ralph Borkowski, City Planning and Zoning Director, Roger Bell, City Building Inspector, Paul Aylward, City of Huron Mayor and Jeff Banks, Attorney for the City of Huron.
	Moved by Drake, seconded by Hansen, motion carried to act as Beadle County Commission acting as City of Huron Board of Adjustment per Intergovernmental Agreement – Joint Jurisdictional Area approved on June 8, 2015.
	At 11:00 a.m., Chair Benson turned the meeting over to Mike Moore, Beadle County States’ Attorney and he advised the Board that Mr. Goergen has made an application for a variance for two separate things:
1. Add Fifty feet  (50’) on the west side of the east shop, and;
2. Install a paint booth.  The paint booth will not be placed in the 50 foot addition or to any other existing building, as Mr. Goergen plans to build a livestock barn on the part of his land zoned agriculture (which is a permitted use) close to his current residence.   The paint booth will be placed inside this barn.
Mr. Moore also advised the board that the Board can’t make a decision on whether or not Mr. Goergen can do fiberglass work at either of the above-mentioned locations because the was not addressed in the variance request.  Mr. Moore also reminded the Board that pursuant to Beadle County Ordinances, a motion to deny is a simple majority, however a motion to approve requires a 2/3 majority.
	Moved by Drake, seconded by Hansen, to approve the variance request of Stacy Goergen to add Fifty feet (50’) on the west side of the east shop, and; to install a paint booth.  The paint booth will not be placed in the 50 foot addition or to any other existing building, as Mr. Goergen plans to build a livestock barn on the part of his land zoned agriculture (which is a permitted use) close to his current residence.   The paint booth will be placed inside this barn.
	Moved by Drake, seconded by Hansen, motion carried to amend the original motion to add the following conditions that were included Joint Planning Commission May 13, 2015,(briefly summarized from the conditions set on the 2003 variance ---see the 2003 variance for the full text of the conditions):
1. The lot must drain east
2. Allow the applicant to dismantle and reassemble vehicles in two existing buildings located on the west end of the lot
3. Use cannot change
4. “that the applicant will not conduct the uses defined in the zoning ordinances as “Automobile Repair – Minor,” “Automobile Repair – Major” or “Auto or Motor Vehicle Reduction Yard,” anywhere on the premises, but only conduct auto body work limited to the assemble and disassemble of light wheeled vehicles within the two existing structures located on the lot…”
5. Install and maintain trees west of the buildings
6. Only install signage per R-O district
7. No outside storage of vehicles, equipment or parts
8. That the non-conforming use, dismantle and reassemble vehicles, not to be allowed to expand into any new structures or additions to existing structure that might be located on the lot
9. Nuisances not tolerated
10. Use may be reviewed in response to complaints
	The original motion was voted on to include the amendment with a Roll Call Vote: Marcus: Nay, Hansen: Aye, Mattke: Nay, Drake: Aye, Benson: Aye.   Motion failed for lack of a 2/3 majority vote as required in the Beadle County Ordinances.
