PROCEEDINGS OF THE 2011 BOARD OF EQUALIZATION
APRIL 28, 2011
     The Beadle County Board of Equalization met Thursday – April 28, 2011 at 10:00 a.m. with members present: Chair Drake, Vice Chair Benson, Mattke, and Werner.  Absent: Marcus.  Also, present were Pat Tschetter - Director of Equalization and Debbie Lindblad – Deputy Director of Equalization.

     The Board re-considered Gerald and Darlene Kutzler’s property after the Kutzler’s gave the Director of Equalization their 3 year flood maps of their property.  Peggy Gibson appeared on behalf of the Kutzler’s.
DIRECTOR’S APPEAL #15 – Record #3663 – SE ¼ 14-111-62 Theresa Township.  Moved by Werner, seconded by Benson, motion carried to lower AG value from $147,527.00 to $124,841.00 with Exemptions to remain at $10,000.00.  Improvements – AG to remain at $7,081.00 and Improvements – NA to remain at $14,139.00, with the understanding that the Kutzler’s will have to apply every year for the flood plan.
