  January 18, 2011 minutes

 After discussion with ADM on how this is going to affect the County Road, the Board asked ADM if they would be willing to pay for  gravel for 10 miles of gravel, approximately 30 thousand  tons of gravel with Beadle County Highway Department doing the work.

 January 18, 2011 Drainage Board Meeting minutes
     After much decision discussion, it was decided to reconvene on February 28, 2011 at 10:00 a.m. to allow time for Mr. Stahl to determine from FSA and NRCS if it is possible to move where the tile drains into the lake, change the size and/or number of pipes and what the cost would be for these options.

Deb Bozentko, Beadle County Welfare Director informed the Board that she is turning over to Heartland Collections all unpaid Care Poor statements from 2009 in the amount totaling $305,938.08.
