The Board of Beadle County Commission acting as the Board of Beadle County Adjustment and the Beadle County Planning Board meet jointly Thursday, March 31, 2016 with the following members present Beadle County Board of Adjustment: Chair Benson, Vice Chair Hansen, Mattke, and Marcus.  Absent was Drake.  Planning Board: Chair Boomsma via phone, J. Tschetter, T. Mattke and P. Tschetter, Zoning Administrator.  

At 9:45 the Beadle County Commission acting as the Board of Adjustment met.


Pat Tschetter, Beadle County Director of Equalization/Zoning Administrator along with Gary Wegter from Grant Township presented the Board with a question of whether or not Mr. Wegter would need a variance request to plan 6-8 feet (when fully matured) fruit bearing bushes that will bear a crop 30 feet from the center of the road.   The crop won’t conflict with SD HWY 37 or the Township Road.   The Board recommended that it would be in the best interest of Mr. Wegter to apply for a variance request and appear before the Beadle County Planning Board and be brought back to the Beadle County Commission acting as the Beadle County Board of Adjustment on April 21, 2016.


The Board Convened as Board of Commissioners at 10:00 a.m.


At 11:00 a.m. the Beadle County Commission acting as the Board of Adjustment jointly meet with the Beadle County Planning Board held a Public Hearing for Extension of the Beadle County Temporary Zoning Controls pursuant to SDCL 11-2-10 with 1 person present.


Moved by Planning Board member G Boomsma, seconded by Planning Board Member J Tschetter, motion carried with a vote of 3 Yeah – 0 Nay to recommend the adoption of the Extension of the 2015 Temporary Zoning Ordinances pursuant to SDCL 11-2-10.

Moved by Beadle County Commission acting as Board of Adjustment member Hansen, seconded by Beadle County Commission acting as Board of Adjustment member Mattke Roll Call Vote: Marcus-Yeah, Hansen-Yeah, Mattke-Yeah, and Benson-Yeah, motion carried; In order to protect the public, health, safety and general welfare extend the 2015 adoption as an emergency measurer temporary zoning ordinance and map as authorized in SDCL 11-2-10 as published and noticed in accordance with SDCL 11-2.   

The emergency is necessary as a recent Court decision concluded that the 2011 Zoning Ordinances have not been property adopted in accordance with SDCL 11-2 and the previous ordinances of 1998 were repealed in 2011 upon adoption of 2011 revisions and upon review it appears that the 1998 ordinances have the same possible defect as 2011 and were possibly not adopted in accordance with SDCL 11-2 as interpreted by the Court.


Thus for the purpose of promoting health, safety or general welfare of Beadle County Temporary Zoning Ordinance  of 2015 are hereby enacted under authority of SDCL 11-2-10 after proper notice and public hearing.  Thus an ordinance of “Beadle County Temporary Ordinances of 2015” Be it Ordained By Beadle County that the Beadle County Temporary Ordinances are:
