	At 10:00 a.m. a public hearing was held for Nuisance complaint of property legally described as: NE ¼ less Airport Outlot C & E 26-111-62 a.k.a. 2367 Lincoln Ave NW and owned by K Allen VanTassel with 6 people in attendance.   
	After discussion was held it was moved by Mattke, seconded by Drake, motion unanimously carried to have Mike Moore, Beadle County States’ Attorney give the property owners and their lawyer notice that they have until July 30, 2015 to clean up the property by removing all debris, including cars, lawn mowers, property inside and outside of the buildings, remove all buildings, except for the steel building and keep the property mowed.  If the property owner doesn’t comply with this, the commissioners will hold another public hearing on July 30, 2015 at 10:00 a.m. to discuss the further action to be taken.
	At 10:30 a.m. a public hearing was held for Nuisance complaint of property legally described as: Lot 148 & 149 McNiders Addition, Lake Byron Township a.k.a. 19502 Wood Vine Lane and owned by Cindy R Steele with 12 people in attendance.
	After discussion was held it was moved by Drake, seconded by Marcus, motion carried to have Mike Moore, Beadle County States’ Attorney to give notice to the property owner that she has until June 30, 2015 to have the property removed, leveled and cleaned up and that the County will be going to go out to the property and put a fence around the sunken septic tank.
