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1. Variances
2. Ordinances
a. Comprehensive Plan – Eric from (NECOG)
i. Transportation 
1. Paved roads
2. Joint jurisdictional plan with community of Huron
ii. The rest will need to be focused on more as moving through process. 
1. Some of the plan depends on what will happen with the ordinances. 
iii. Comprehensive plan has the population as remaining stagnant – but we’ve lost about 4,000 people. 
1. Can we do something to encourage growth? Or is it a trend nationwide?
a. Eric – it’s a trend. Especially in SD. Most counties are declining in population. 
b. Projections – No formulas; just looking at trends. 
2. Anything we have done in the ordinances that have exasperated the problem?
a. No. Only thing that comes to mind is CAFO. We haven’t necessarily prohibited it, but it may have made some people change their minds. 
iv. Guiding policies
1. Shelterbelts – sometimes they don’t want those in there with specific numbers.
a. You can change the numbers as to what you want
b. Pros and Cons as compared to a 1 acre as to a 5 acre
i. Sewage
ii. The more non-agricultural we have in county, the more restrictions of CAFO. Infrastructure needs. The more you can have people locating where infrastructure is at, is ideal. Where you put that minimal acre is a county’s personal choice. What are you trying to protect as to land uses? 
2. If you want to stop haphazard developments, you will want to put that as a goal in the comprehensive plan. 
v. Small towns and comprehensive plans
1. As of right now, the town handles all zoning for small towns. So they handle the comprehensive plans. 
a. Small communities could adopt their own zoning or go without. Decisions made within town. 
2. Dog ordinances would not fall under the zoning ordinances. They would fall under municipal ordinances. 
3. Zoning 
a. Dealing with structures and land uses. Anything else that a community does, would not fall under zoning. 
i. For examples:
1. Grass length; junk cars in yard
4. Anything to preclude us from saying that someone in a small community would have to go to the city of the building – we would get a recommendation from city – then planning board – and then the board of adjustment would make decision?
a. The board of adjustment makes the decision, and they could take the city’s recommendation under consideration. However, the city doesn’t have jurisdiction to make the decision. 
b. Does not recommend the small communities to need all of this – they are a lot of requirements in order to pass their own zoning laws. For instance, a planning board, meeting quarterly per state law, etc. 
vi. We can change some of the zoning through this process. If you want to change from commercial to residential – now is the time to ask for that. 
1. Eric advises against treating the rural residential communities differently – should treat the same. Otherwise creating new zoning districts to accommodate something different. 
vii. Eric does not want to give recommendations on what to include in our ordinances. It is really what the county is looking for – and every county is different. 
1. If the county has a general idea of what they are looking for, he can provide examples and pros and cons. 
viii. Variance vs. Conditional Use
1. Permitted uses, there is something that is a permitted use (defined within ordinances) and conditional uses.
a. Permitted – an allowable use
b. Variance – something that is allowable, but doesn’t fall specifically under the law. For instance, a shed is permitted, but it is too close to lot line. 
i. Should not be allowed, unless there are extraordinary circumstances. 
c. Condition – Something that is not permitted, but there are lists of what is conditional. Has to be applied for, look at several factors as to whether it is granted or not.  
i. Should be allowed, if certain conditions are met. 
ix. Process of adopting
1. Publish 10 days prior – Planning commission to do a public hearing
2. Planning commission to do a public hearing 
3. Planning commission makes recommendation
4. Publish minutes
5. Publish notice of County Commission meeting
6. County Commission holds public hearing 
7. Publish minutes from hearing
8. Take a minimum of 6 weeks probably? 
a. Depends on how often you are wanting to meet. If you are willing to have a special meeting it will speed the process up. 
b. Article 3
i. Section 302 – Zoning Map Changes
1. Better process for how the public can access these minutes. Possibly post onto the website? Pat says it is probably a possibility. When they are completed, be sent to the person that administrates our website. Then they will create a link or something that has the planning minutes. They will probably just leave them up there so you can see the running list of planning minutes. 
2. No Computer? For certain boards, you are not required to post into paper. Planning committee is not required to publish in paper. Certain things done as board that has to be published in the paper. 
3. Planning committee decisions are not official. The County Commission would need to accept the decision. 
If we were to change a zoning map, that would have to be published in the paper.
4. Agendas have to be published for 24 hours on the front door of the Courthouse. 
5. Would be nice if they got the County’s agenda in the paper prior. 
6. Person wants the time and date for when the meeting is taking place. 
7. Discuss it with the Beadle County Commission – they would make that decision. They generally meet on Tuesdays at 9:00am. And last working day of the month. If a Friday, then a Thursday. 
c. Article 4

i. Sanitary District
1. You would make up what would control to what that area needs. 
2. Gives you taxing authority to do that. 
ii. Would this supersede the county ordinances? 
1. Setting up some type of a sewer deal, might want to change the ordinance to have them sign up for the sanitary district. 
2. Might need to be an ordinance change after it actually happens. 
3. Can’t say anything until they come up with some ordinances from that. 
iii. Lakefront – would need to take stuff out about the septic. 
e. Article 6
i. City and County have similar ordinances. 
ii. 611 – Variances
1. How many days notice? 
f. Article 7
i. Who is the approval board for this particular ordinance? 
ii. How long ago was it decided that the Beadle Co. Commissions were the Board of Adjustment? 
iii. The County has the authority to decide whether the have an appointed Board of Adjustment, or if they want to do it themselves. 
1. They can do that at any time. If they have a quorum, they could consider it and appoint a Board of Adjustment. 
2. SDCL 11-2-49
iv. Need to look this up – Recommendation board. 
1. Can’t find anything that says it is a requirement. 
2. Who do you appeal to? If a appeal does come around and the County Commission is the BoA, do you appeal back to the County Commission? 
a. Appeal would be to the Circuit Court. 
3. If it was a decision the County Commission or the Board of Adjustment makes, it would go to the circuit court.
a. If you appeal, it goes to the next level up in the system. 
v. Would like to see the Planning and Zoning Board being the Board of Adjustment to cut out steps in the process. 
1. Why have to go through two hearings? 
vi. Look up and see if the County Planning Board be the board of adjustment. Can they act in both capacities? Do you need a planning board? 
1. SDCL 11-2-2
a. If a county proses to enact or implement any purpose set forth in Chapter 11-2 of SDCL then the board of county commissioners shall appoint a county planning commission. 
2. SDCL 11-2-49
a. The board shall provide for the appointment of the board of adjustment, or for the planning and zoning commission to act as a board of adjustment […]
3. SDCL 11-2-50
a. A Board of Adjustment, other than the planning and zoning commission acting as a board of adjustment, consists of five members, each to be appointed for a term of three years and removable for cause by the appointing authority upon written charges and after public hearing. Vacancies shall be filed for the unexpired term of any member whose term becomes vacant. The appointing authority may also appoint a first alternate and a second alternate for a term of three years each. If a member is unable to attend a meeting, the first alternate, or second alternate, in turn, shall serve in the member’s place. 
4. SDCL 11-2-60
a. Board of County Commissioners as the Board of Adjustment
vii. Section 703
1. Article 8 says that it is not to make people get permitted if in compliance with state’s general permit. 
a. State’s permit doesn’t cover anyone under 1000 animals. 
2. C & D get a permit or be a permitted use?
a. Believes C & D should be moved over to permitted use. 
i. He believes that they shouldn’t, but he believes that 999 should be a half mile. 
b. Can make a permitted use with setback requirements. 
3. What should be permitted and what should be conditional? 
a. As it reads today, it is a conditional use. So they would have to get a conditional use permit. 
b. Who is enforcing and inspecting these? 
i. Good question. 
c. Livestock producers
i. Do we need a permit for Class C and Class D in here? 
1. No one has a permit. Believe Class C and D ought to go away in this process. 
ii. Historical
1. It was probably the template from NECOG. No one really knows. 
d. County is not staffed to be in the enforcement business.
i. His opinion is that the permits start at 1000 head and go under the State permit and then the State handles the enforcement process. 
e. County has the option to go out and hire enforcers – 
i. Yes, it is in an option.  But we’re not going into CAFO now. 
viii. Will need to decide this for Article 8. Then come back and fix 7 to match what 8 decides. 
1. If we are going to set a rule, can we enforce it or can’t we. If we can’t enforce the rule, then it should probably be something different. 
g. Article 9 – Joint Jurisdiction Area
i. Corresponds with what city has in their ordinance
ii. Add Hobby Farms – City has this, but we don’t.
