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AMENDMENTS

SECTION 3101 – Amendments.


The provisions set forth in this Ordinance may, from time to time, be amended, supplemented, changed, modified, or repealed by action of the Board of Adjustment or when such amendment, supplement, change, modification, or repeal is requested through a petition by thirty (30) percent of the landowners in the district requesting change.  An individual landowner may also petition the Board to change the zoning of all or any part of his property.  Upon filing or upon separate request by the Board of Adjustment, the County Planning and Zoning Commission and the Board shall hold a public hearing not less than fifteen (15) days after the notice published in the official newspaper of the County and subject to the provisions in SDCL 11-2-19.  


The County Planning and Zoning Commission shall within forty-five (45) days make its recommendation to the Board of Adjustment.  The report of such recommendation shall include approval, disapproval, or other suggestions and the reasons therefore, and a discussion of the effect on such amendment, supplement, change, modification upon adjacent property and upon the Comprehensive Plan.


The Board of Adjustment shall therefore, by duly enacted Ordinance, either adopt or reject such amendment, supplement, change, modification, or repeal, and if it is adopted by the Board of Adjustment, the same shall be published in the official newspaper in the County and take effect on the twentieth (20th) day after its publication.

SECTION 3102 - Notice and Hearing for Rezoning.

Upon receipt of any rezoning application from the Planning and Zoning Commission, the Board of Adjustment shall fix a reasonable time for the hearing of the rezoning application. After so doing the board shall cause to have the following notices sent:

1. At least five days before the hearing, there shall be a sign posted on the subject property which shall state that rezoning has been requested and shall state the date, time and place of the hearing.

2. All parties in interest, such as the applicants and persons filing written protests or others, shall receive written notice from the Zoning Administrator informing them of the time, date and place of the hearing. At the time set for the hearing, the Planning and Zoning Commission shall consider any written or verbal testimony that may be presented, and shall make a written finding of fact recommendation to the Board of Adjustment. Based on these findings of fact, the Board of Adjustment may grant or deny the rezoning.
